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It is very important to know our site was studied and  removed in 2003 by the Navy, the main reasons were the population in Elizabeth City along US Route 17, population in Moyock along Hwy 168 and the recreational uses along waterfront. (FEIS-OLF Siting Study –Table 4-6)
Six years later, same project, more people. Why?
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Potential Adverse Impacts of an Outlying Landing Field (OLF)

1. Noise pollution
a. The Navy has stated the affected area by noise would be 46.88 square miles with 31,600 operations per year.[1]
b. Hales Lake is approximately 1-3 miles from Moyock.  Moyock population is about 10,000 people.  [2] [3]
c. An OLF must have 24/7 capability to operate.  Day and/or  night operations could take place[4] 

d. Single event Noise levels could be anywhere from 117 noise decibels for approximately 4-7 hours per evening.[5]
2. Financial Impact/Effects to Currituck county

Currituck & Camden long-term economic growth could be harmed resulting in large losses of tax revenue which would have to be made up by the property owners, causing higher taxes to all.
a. Currituck Airport generates an estimated $24 million for Currituck annually, an OLF would severely restrict airport operations.[6]

b. Restrictions such as corn, soybean and winter wheat were banned at site “c” Washington County up to approximately 30,000 acres.  Restriction like this could cost millions to our farmers [7]

c. In 1998 Noise Mitigation cost $1.5 million for each school in Virginia Beach. Navy does not have the legal authority to pay for private or public noise mitigation [8}
d. Navy study finds cost to mitigate noise is approximately $30,000 per home. Some mitigating measures would be additional one or two layers of gypsum board on the walls, extra insulation, double pane window, etc.  [8]

e. Currituck Outer Banks  generates millions of dollars in tax revenue per year. Projected flight path routes jets along the Currituck Outer Banks before entering Currituck mainland.[9] this could drastically reduce  tourism dollars.
f. If a jet crashes it could cause a catastrophic peat fire and cost in upwards of $1.5 million to NC Forestry Service to extinguish. [3]
g. Loss of new growth to both residential & commercials could cost millions to the county invested growth.
3. Effects on Real Estate [5]

a. Restrictive use easements could severely impact real estate value in approx. 47 sq. mi. area surrounding OLF. 
b. Homes identified within noise/safety zones make property ineligible for a VA loans[10]
c. VA and HUD loans – homes could be ineligible for loans[10]

d. Appraisal report must identify airport noise or safety zone[10]

e. real estate disclosure statement must be provided within noise zones and APZ[10]

f. Navy has stated  “The number of people who would have to move is zero” [11]
g. Navy settled a $34 million lawsuit because jet noise lowered the value of their homes and negatively affected their everyday lives- Virginia Beach & Chesapeake VA. Sept 2007[12]

h. Navy study finds cost to mitigate noise is approximately $30,000 per home. Mitigating measures including additional layers of gypsum board on the walls, extra insulation, double pane window, etc. [8]
i.        A study was conducted by the Bryan School of Business & Economics, University of North Carolina.  The results of that study indicated that there is a 9.2% decrease in housing prices for properties located within 2.5 miles from the Greensboro Airport. A 5.7% decrease occurs for properties in the next 1.5-mile band surrounding the airport.  This occurred where there was already a very active airport![9]
A home value of $350,00 could loose up to $32,000./per this study.
4. Schools

a. In 1998 Noise Mitigation cost $1.5 million for each school in Virginia Beach. Navy does not have the legal authority to pay for private or public noise mitigation [8]

b. Studies have found that children attending schools with nosier classrooms may have lower reading and achievement scores..   [13]

c.  Aircraft noise exposure creates elevated blood pressure in adults and children. [14]

d. Poor school performance results in lower school title [15]
5. Community Safety

a. Hales Lake is located within the Atlantic Migratory Flyway for Snow Geese and many other large waterfowl. Birds and aircraft share the same airspace but they do not mix!
b. Aircraft training near Moyock with a population of 10,000 people are exposed to excess dangers.  This exposes churches homes to jet crash accidents.

6. Community Health Effects

a.  The soils at Hales Lake are peat and highly combustible, an accident from a jet could burn for weeks or month. Fires in the area of Hales Lake have cost the NC Forestry Service in upwards of $1.5 million each [3] &[16]  

b. Jet Emission Pollutants cause lung function impairments, cardiovascular effects and respiratory infections.[17]
7. Environmental Effects

a. Ozone: Crop damage, damage to trees and decreased resistance to disease for both crops and other plants. (Ground-level ozone interferes with the ability of plants to produce and store food so that growth, reproduction and overall plant health are compromised.
b. Nitrogen Oxides: Acid rain,[17]
